Qiniqhiattiariaqaqtugut paun’nganik.

My friends are berry picking, too. 
We need to look carefully for berries.
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Ilaani niritiqtuqpaktavut paun’ngat
pukukhimmaaqhugit.

Sometimes we eat the berries as fast 
as we can pick them.
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Amaamaga Anaanattiaralu 
paun’ngariakhitijuktuk! 

Amaama and Anaanattiaq collect
lots and lots of berries!
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Aimavingmini, anaanattiara paun’ngat 
qattarjuamut iliblugit jaaliuqpaktuq.

At home, my anaanattiaq puts all
the berries in a big pot.

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Mamaq, mamaq! Jaam muqpaujarlu 
mamarijakka!

Follow a family as they go berry picking on a fall day in Nunavut.
